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How to create a Part Number

The part number for PryTerms™ begins with a 2 or 3-digit
code for fibre count. This is followed by a dash and then a
two-digit code for the length of the pre-terminated cord.

Another dash is followed by a two-letter code, the first
letter represents the connector on one end, and the second
letter represents the connector at the other end of the pre-
terminated cord. Another dash is next, followed by a two-digit
code which denotes the oversleeving diameter.

Another dash is then followed by a two-letter code, the first
digit representing the Pulling sock and the second letter
represents the necessity of a Drum.

A final dash is followed by a two-letter cade, the first letter
denoting the fibre type, and the second to indicate the
sheath colour of the pre-terminated cord.
